 Submit PEN DRIVE containing the song in mp3 format , labelled with black OHP marker (with your ward’s name and class)on 19.12.2022. 
 Please make sure that only song to be performed is saved in it.
 Participants shall come in proper costumes in Final Round.
 The preliminary round will be held from December 19-27( during dance periods according to the Timetable). 
 Best 3 performances from each section would be competing for the final round. They will be duly informed by the Dance Teacher.
 The decision of the judges would be final and binding.
